ACA Achieves Goal 
 
For the first time in five years, the Annual Catholic Appeal 
has achieved, and exceeded its goal. An important factor 
added to the contributions of Catholics in Western 
Massachusetts was a bequest for $100,800 to the appeal. As 
of mid-December, this year’s total was $2,922,885.76. 
      Director for Stewardship and Development Virginia 
Webb sees such a bequest as a growing trend. “While we 
can’t count on such a generous gift each year, we are starting 
to see more people remembering the important work of the 
Catholic Church as they prepare their estates,” she 
comments. “This is a tremendous vote of confidence in how 
we manage the appeal each year in the people would trust us 
with their lasting legacy gift.”

Church Tax Deductions 
Note New Policy 

 

Due to recent changes in the tax laws, beginning with 
contributions made in 2007, parishioners who itemize their 
tax returns will no longer be able to deduct contributions to 
the parish unless they maintain a bank record or written 
contribution statement from the parish.  
      If you wish to ensure the deductibility of your 
contributions to the parish, you must use a check, direct 
deposit from your bank account, or your parish envelopes. 
The parish will track contributions made in parish envelopes, 
and will, upon request, produce a written statement of 
contributions made during 2007. Canceled checks and other 
bank records are also sufficient documentation.  
      A parish cannot track cash contributions which are not in 
parish envelopes, and they cannot be deducted.
