“I’ll Light A Candle For You” 
Why Do We Do That? 

 

Lighting a candle before an altar or shrine and saying a 
prayer there is one of the most common Catholic devotions. 
In fact, this desire to keep a light burning before something 
we revere is deeply rooted, and not unique to Catholics. 
Some civic buildings spotlight the American flag all night. 
The eternal flame is found around the world at sacred 
memorial places. 
      Like incense, candles go back centuries. Early Christians 
lit oil lamps near the remains of the martyrs, as a token 
sacrifice when asking for their heavenly aid. 
      In Europe, most votives are tall, thin, white tapers. In 
Venice, candles are sold by the foot, and the yard-long 
candles are very popular! In the Middle Ages, in thanks for 
prayers answered, Catholics commonly promised to light a 
candle as tall as themselves.
