Behind the layers of scaffolding which fill the back wall and 
ceiling of the sanctuary, a long-awaited work is underway. 

The image of The 
Coronation of Our Lady 
of Mount Carmel is nearly 
complete. It is modeled 
after the image in OL Mt. 
Carmel Church in Rome. 
On it, cherubs bear a 
crown bathed in brilliant 
light, held above the head 
of Our Lady, who is 
clothed in hues of rose and 
blue. The frequent image 
of Our Lady of Mt. 
Carmel clothed in brown 
and cream traditionally 
shows Mary already 

crowned. The rose and blues will echo accent colors in the 
marble altar and pulpit to be installed. Figures of saints 
beholding the Coronation are at the base of the painting.
